The Lakeside Pakenham Community Bendigo
Bank is one step closer to reality after the
successful completion of the feasibility study
Over the months of July and August, residents and
businesses around Pakenham received their studies in the
mail and thanks to residents completing and r
them; the feasibility study was deemed a success, allowing
the bank to move to the next phase - Prospectus.  The
prospectus stage is when pledgees send in the amount
that they have indicatively pledged over the past 18
months. Information from the Bendigo Bank and the
Steering Committee will be sent out to pledgees shor

In another step forward for the Bank, the initial pledge
target of $750,000 that was set in February of 2008 has
been reached. Chairman David Impey says “this is an
excellent result that has come from many months of hard
work from our steering committee and members of the
public, particularly given the global financial crisis where
money has been tight for many. We've recently had our best
months in money being pledged from the past 9-12months
which is great considering (circumstances).” 

The Chair stresses that just because the initial tar
been reached, it does not mean that people should stop
pledging. Pledges can still be received right up until the
close of prospectus which is likely to be in the first half of
2010, with the opening of the branch around the same
time. This later date is due to delays outside of the Steering
Committees and Bendigo Banks control, as the building
completion date has been pushed back further than first
anticipated.

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Over the past few months you would have seen a lot of activity at
Devonia Park and Caversham Waters villages at Lakeside. The first
of the village parks has already been completed and the first stage
of Devonia Park was titled in September 2009 with owners already
starting to build.

“We are expecting our first residents to move in early next year.
Residents can expect to have the use of the park from the moment
that they move in,” said Delfin Lakeside project director Sharon Coates.

Stage 2 of Devonia Park is currently under construction with titles
expected at the end of the year. The construction of the main road
Henry Road is well under way and the intersection on Cardinia Rd
will commence before the end of the year. There will be a temporary
access road into Devonia Park until this intersection opens early 
in 2010.

The wetlands along Henry Road are under construction. Over the
coming months they will be developed into water bodies similar to the
one at Lakeside Oval. These wetlands continued to enhance the
walking tracks and recreation spaces within Lakeside.

Tip 1. How to boil an egg
Start with eggs at room
temperature and with no visible
cracks. Place eggs in a saucepan
and cover with cold water. Take
cooking time from when water
comes to the boil. Cooking time
varies according to egg sizes.
Soft boiled eggs take about
3 minutes to cook, and once
removed from saucepan, place in
egg-cup and serve immediately.
Hard boiled eggs cook for about
10 minutes and once removed
from saucepan, must be placed
in cold water. Remove shells to
serve. Hard boiled eggs may be
kept in their shells in the fridge
for up to 1 week.

Tip 2. Select ripe strawberries as
they do not ripen after picking.

Did you know? Over 90% of
Australia's asparagus is grown in
the Koo Wee Rup area. Green
asparagus is grown outside.
White asparagus is grown inside
and will turn green if exposed to
light over a period of time. Purple
asparagus is a
different variety
of asparagus.

REQUIRED FOR
MODIFIED
NATURE STRIPS
Council recently adopted a new
policy to ensure that if nature
strips are modified, they are
landscaped and maintained
appropriately, and risks to the
community minimised.

Landscape Development Coordinator Wendy Abbott
said it's important for residents to take the guidelines
into consideration before modifying their nature strip.
“Having a nicely landscaped nature strip is often
something which makes people feel like they've
completed their house construction as it creates a
welcoming entrance to their property.
“The application process helps protect resident by
ensuring their modification minimises any risk to the
community and provides an appropriate level of
access,” Wendy said. Some considerations include:

• The unobstructed and safe flow of pedestrian traffic
• Access for the postal deliveries and utility service providers
• Safety of vehicles using the road
• Kerbside parking of vehicles
• Safe and practical conditions for emptying bins.
Other points to be aware of with nature strips include:
• If you've modified your nature strip you must have

public liability insurance
• If you've already modified your nature strip you need

permission to ensure that it complies with the policy

• New homes built in Devonia Park
and Caversham Waters will have a
purple pipe that will provide recycled
water. A South East Water display is
located on the Sales floor at Delfin
for the community to find out more.

• Have you noticed a street light not
working? Call SP-AusNet on:
131 799, select option: 4, inform
the operator of the street number
of the house that is the closest to
the pole and the suburb or you
can email faults to
streetlight@sp-ausnet.com.au

• A reminder that dog owners must
carry mess bags and be responsible
for cleaning up after their pets at all
times.

• A reminder for residents to ensure
that they clean bbq's after use to
ensure that they can be used by
others. It is suggested that residents
bring their own garbage bag to the
parks and take their rubbish away
with them when they leave the park,
as the parks are very popular over
the warmer months and to keep
them tidy for all people to use.

• Tragedy may not be far away if you
don't comply with pool safety
requirements. Swimming pool and
spa owners can contact Council's
Municipal Building Surveyor for
information to help them decide
whether their pool or spa meets the
necessary requirements by phoning
1300 787 624.

• 1800 TROLLEY is the phone number
you call to report displaced
supermarket trolleys that you notice.

• Pakenham Police remind the
community to report poor driving and
all collisions to Crime Stoppers on
1800 333 000.

Mayor Cr Bill Pearson said that with summer
approaching, it was timely for residents
particularly in rural areas to work out an
emergency fire plan. 
“The 'Prepare Act Survive' message is the
best guide to surviving the coming fire
season and saving precious possessions,”
he added. “We want the whole community to
be fire ready early,” said Cr Pearson.
“Council fully supports the CFA and we
recommend every resident visit the CFA
website and either download a copy of the
Self-Assessment Kit and the Fire Ready Kit
or contact the CFA for a copy.” Cr Pearson
urged residents to plan for their pets as well
as themselves and consider relocating 

precious things such as photos and heirlooms
before the fire season starts.
“Residents should also update family phone lists,
make provision for their medications and think
about alternative accommodation on code red
days or in the event of fire,” added Cr Pearson.
“Older relatives and people with disabilities need
special consideration too,” he said. “The
message is plain - be prepared, take early action
and ensure you survive but if you need help with
planning either contact the CFA, visit their
website or contact Cardinia Shire Council,” he
added.
