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You may have recently noticed some
changes to your lake.

The lake relies on stormwater runoff from Waterford Rise and surrounding areas.
The stormwater runoff is filtered through wetlands and into the lake. As we have
recently experienced well below average rainfalls, there isn’t enough water to fill
the lake.

One of your neighbours, Jack Mitchell, has been collecting rainfall measurements
since he moved to Lakeside. The rainfall measurements for July to December for
the past three years has more than halved over the past three years.

It is interesting to note that the rainfall for November 2006 was 41mm, December
2006 was 29mm, and January 2007 was 37.5mm (noting that 26mm of the
January rain fell in two days).

You will have also noted that the lake fountain hasn’t been operating over the past
few months. The fountain can only operate when the water level is high enough (ie
covering the metal casing surrounding the fountain) however when the lake level
rises we will only turn the fountain on to allow aeration of the water. The fountain
will not be turned on permanently until the lake level is quite high as the fountain
operation does result in large water loss when water is not replaced by rainfall.

Many people have been asking about the aquatic plant, Potamogeton Tricarinatus,
which has been visible in the lake. Potamogeton Tricarinatus was purposely
planted in the lake, and is important for improving water quality and providing

habitat and food for aquatic wildlife. Regular harvesting of the Potamogeton Tricarinatus and other aquatic plants
is needed. During February we have had the harvester in to remove the aquatic plant which was quite visible
throughout the lake due to the lake level dropping and extra sunlight reaching the plant encouraging growth. This
has improved the overall appearance of the lake.

Local Schools Contribute to the
CFA’s new Learning Centre

A Learning Centre is being temporarily established
at the new Police and Emergency Services Centre
inside the CFA Motor Room.

The Learning Centre will be built to
resemble a house incorporating several
educational displays and interactive
multimedia. The Learning Centre will run
home fire safety sessions for primary school
students and other specialist groups in

the community. It will open in March 2007
with schools across the region able to book
a session.

YOUR GARDEN

We have just experienced the driest winter and spring on record
with below average stream flows. Stage 3 Water Restrictions are
now in place to help manage Melbourne’s water use, and must be
followed. The following key Stage 3 Water Restrictions apply:
No watering lawns at any time
Automatic dripper systems that turn themselves on and off can
only be used between midnight - 4am.
Manual dripper systems that you turn on or off by hand can only
be used between 6am - 8am, and 8pm - 10pm.
Spray sprinkler systems and spray watering systems cannot be
used.
Hand held hoses fitted with a trigger nozzle can be used between
6am - 8am and 8pm - 10pm to water gardens on your specified
watering days. Even numbered properties can water on Tuesday
and Saturday. Odd numbered properties can water on
Wednesday and Sunday. Watering is not permitted on Monday,
Thursday and Friday. Where there is no number, the property is
considered an even numbered property.
e No hand held hoses on vehicles
We are all aware that water restrictions are making gardening a
challenging experience. It has become difficult to lay grass and to
establish gardens beds. It is still important, as a courtesy to your
neighbours, that all residents keep their yards neat and tidy through
a little care and maintenance.
You would have noticed many of the lawns at Lakeside parks and
gardens are not being watered. Delfin has ceased all non-essential
watering at Lakeside as part of the Stage 3 Water restrictions.
Water reuse systems have been installed in the Amphitheatre by the
Lake and at Creekwood Park. The water reuse system for the
Amphitheatre by the Lake uses recycled water from the Lake. The
water reuse system for Creekwood Park uses recycled water from the
Creekwood wetlands. Currently, due to the low water level of the
lake, the Amphitheatre water reuse system is not operating.

Cardinia Shire’s first piece of public art produced through the Lakeside Pakenham Public Art
Program was unveiled on Tuesday, 10 October 2006 at the Cardinia Cultural Centre, Lakeside
Boulevard, Pakenham. Toolim, designed by award-winning artist Paul Johnson, is a striking
sculpture in stainless steel and copper which measures 5.5 metres in height and 4.5 metres in
diameter. Paul Johnson said: “The artwork is intended to reflect the indigenous reed which is
known as ‘toolim’ to the Bunurong people. This reed, juncus sedge, was found in the Lakeside Lake
so the artwork also forms a tribute to the original swamplands which was home to this reed. Toolim
| was commissioned by program partners Delfin Lend Lease and Cardinia Shire Council and is the
first of three public artworks to be installed in and around the Lakeside Pakenham precinct. The
second public art piece, to be situated at the West end of Lake, has been approved by both Delfin
Lend Lease and Cardinia Shire Council. The artist, Jennyfer Stratman, has been given approval to
commence fabrication and the project is underway. It is expected to be completed by mid 2007.

The Lakeside Community Development Forum (LCDF) is now over 12 months
old and in that time we have set our vision, determined our goals, conducted
events, formed a walking group, assisted Delfin management, met with Council
officers and most importantly become an incorporated body. Office bearers have
been elected with quarterly open resident meetings and monthly committee
meetings held. Our vision statement and goals are set out on a document that is
on the notice board at the sales centre. It is our intention to have articles of
interest to residents in this publication on a regular basis. In this edition we deal
with dog and cycling etiquette as both these issues are of increasing concern to
many residents and indeed the general public.

Dog etiquette

PICKING UP AFTER YOUR PET You do it
every time, without exception don't you? At
Lakeside we have the convenience of having
waste bag dispensers. But still we see dog
faeces on paths, lawns and gardens. The
dispensers may not be where your dog
chooses to eliminate a considerate owner
would take a bag and have it with the “just
in case”. Owners should endeavour to have
their dog eliminate before they embark on a
walk but if “caught short” lead your dog
away from the pathways to an unused area.
LEADS Ensure your dog is on a lead at all
times whilst in public areas. Cardinia Shire
Council Local Law 4(27.1) states “The
owner of a dog which is outside the
premises of the owner and not secured by
means of a lead chain or cord shall be guilty
of an offence”. Many dog attacks occur
when a dog has taken a dislike to another
dog or human. In this scenario we have the
potential for two offences to be committed,
one on a person another on an animal.
LEAD BY EXAMPLE Responsible dog
owners accept the fact that every time they
leave home with their dog, they become
ambassadors for dog owners everywhere.
You know your dog is an innocent, intelligent
being, represent him/her in the best
possible light.

Cycling etiquette

Lakeside has many kilometres of shared

pathways and the network is growing rapidly.

They are extremely popular with walkers and

cyclists alike, however this popularity is

causing some safety concerns. Most of the

Lakeside path network is deemed to be

shared pathways. Shared paths are

designated by appropriate signage and their

use is covered under the road rules. Cyclists

should expect to share the paths with people

of all ages and physical conditions. Expect to

see wheelchairs, prams, scooters, joggers,

roller bladers, skaters and of course walkers.

In summary...

e Be considerate of other path users

e Keep left unless overtaking which should
be done on the right

e Ride at an appropriate speed for the
conditions

e Wheeled traffic always gives way to foot
traffic

e Ring your bell as you approach
pedestrians from behind and call out
“passing”

e Move off the path if stopped for any reason
